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Türk Ekonomi Bank develops cooperation with non-governmental organizations

TEB prepares special package for Adana Chamber of Trade members, too

The Türk Ekonomi Bank has begun offering special credit options for members of the Adana Chamber of Trade following those of the Ankara Chamber of Trade. Chamber members will be able to get loans of up to YTL 100,000 at 1.50 percent interest for terms ranging from 3 to 36 months.

Having signed a partnership agreement with the BNP Paribas early this year, the Türk Ekonomi Bank (TEB) has worked out a cooperation with the Adana Chamber of Trade within the framework of business banking as it did with the Ankara Chamber of Trade. Attributing particular importance to non-governmental organizations in its business banking operations, TEB prepared compelling options tailored to meet the requirements of the chamber’s member firms and the individual needs of the partners in those firms as it staged its second such project together with the Adana Chamber of Trade. 

The options TEB offer include loans of up to YTL 100,000 for the members of the Adana Chamber of Trade at 1.50 percent interest for terms ranging from 3 to 36 months as well as check books to help the members manage their cash flow, which is a plus on other banks. Furthermore, all members of the Adana Chamber of Trade that receive loans can have a Overdraft Deposit Account in a certain proportion to the loan they receive. 

Addressing the Adana Chamber of Trade, TEB’s Deputy General Manager in charge of Retail Banking Cemal Kişmir said, “One of the most important focal points of business banking is the cooperation to be effected with non-governmental organizations. As TEB, we are developing our activities with non-governmental organizations. Next to our first cooperation that was with the Ankara Chamber of Trade, we have begun working with the Adana Chamber of Trade. We haven’t set a limit to our loan estimates but we hope to get plenty of applications.”
