Türk Ekonomi Bank develops cooperation with non-governmental organizations

TEB prepares special package for Gaziantep Chamber of Trade members

Preparing special credit packages for the benefit of chambers of trade and industry, the Türk Ekonomi Bank has begun offering special credit options for the members of the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade. Chamber members will be able to get loans of up to YTL 100,000 at 1.50 percent interest for terms ranging from 3 to 36 months.

Entering into a partnership in 2005 with the BNP Paribas, the seventh largest bank in the world and the largest in the euro zone, the Türk Ekonomi Bank (TEB) has signed a credit protocol with the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade within the framework of business banking. The cooperation agreement between the two institutions will allow chamber members to receive loans at 1.50 percent interest for terms ranging from 3 to 36 months. 

The options TEB offers include loans of up to YTL 100,000 for the members of the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade as well as check books to help the members manage their cash flow, which is a plus on the credit limits and interest rates in competitors’ products. 

Attributing particular importance to cooperation with non-governmental organizations, TEB prepared compelling options tailored to meet the requirements of the chamber’s member firms and the individual needs of the partners in those firms in the agreement it signed with the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade. All members of the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade that receive loans can have a Source Account (Overdraft Account) in a certain proportion to the amount of the loan they receive. The Source Account will enable businessmen to discharge their payment obligations such as bills, checks, and taxes even when there is no money in their balance and to use credit in cash whenever they need without any formalities.

The credit protocol was signed at the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade by the Deputy President of the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade Hanefi Yılmaz and TEB’s Gaziantep Branch Manager Tevfik Şatıroğlu. 

Speaking before the signature ceremony, TEB’s Gaziantep Branch Manager Tevfik Şatıroğlu noted that TEB attributed great importance to cooperation with non-governmental organizations. Tevfik Şatıroğlu went on to say, “As TEB, we are developing our activities with non-governmental organizations. Following our cooperation with the Chambers of Trade of Ankara and Gaziantep, and the Malatya Chamber of Trade and Industry, we have begun working with the Gaziantep Chamber of Trade. We haven’t set a limit to our loan estimates but we hope to get plenty of applications.”
